Dr. Mendez made a recommendation to offer the Indiana Youth Survey to students at Seymour Middle School next year.  Mrs. Franke moved and Mr. Browning seconded.  Motion carried; 7-0.  

Mrs. Townsend made a recommendation to continue the summer feed program that offers breakfast and lunch from June 1 – July 24 at Brown Elementary, Seymour Middle School, and Seymour High School.  Mrs. Franke motioned to approve and Mr. Joray seconded.  Motion carried; 7-0.  

Mrs. Townsend made a recommendation to order and install kitchen equipment for Jackson, Redding and Seymour Middle School from C&T Design and Equipment for $67,210.00.  Mrs. Franke motioned to approve and Mr. Browning seconded.  Motion carried; 7-0.

Mr. Stark requested to look into options for the emergency roof repair at Cortland Elementary.  He will work with Mr. Tormoehlen and Mr. Browning to discuss and create specifications and seek quotes.  Mr. Browning motioned to approve moving forward and Mrs. Franke seconded.  Motion carried; 7-0.
