SCHOOL BOARD MINUTES
SEPTEMBER 27, 2022
                        
President Juergens called the 2023 School Budget Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.  All members were present with the exception of Mr. Browning, Mr. Joray, and Mr. Tormoehlen.
 
Mr. Nauman presented the 2023 School Budget.  There were no public comments.  He announced the budget adoption will take place on Tuesday, October 11, 2022 at 7:00 p.m.

Mr. Joray moved and Mr. Browning seconded a motion to adjourn.  The school budget hearing adjourned at 7:08 p.m.

President Juergens call the 1028 Hearing to order at 7:09 p.m.  All members were present with the exception of Mr. Browning, Mr. Joray, and Mr. Tormoehlen.

It was explained that under Indiana law whenever a school corporation proposes to construct or renovate a school building at a cost in excess of one million dollars it must first hold a public hearing.  Mr. Nauman presented to the Board proof of publication of the hearing, which proof of publication shows that the notice was published in the Tribune and the Jackson County Banner, respectively, on September 14, 2022.

After the purpose of the hearings was explained, the presentations regarding the need for the Project were given.  An evaluation of the existing facility was then presented, as well as a discussion of the details of the proposed the renovation of and improvements to the school facilities including the expansion of Brown Elementary School and the purchase of equipment and technology (the “Project”).  The estimated cost and schedule of the Project was then presented to the public.  It was explained how this Project could be funded, and the potential tax rate impact the Project would have on the community.

After the above presentations, the President announced that the Board would now hear testimony and questions from the public.  There were none.  The Board considered the Project Resolution to complete the Project.  Mr. Nauman read the following project resolution.
  
WHEREAS, the Board of School Trustees (the "Board") of Seymour Community School Corporation (the "School Corporation") at a meeting on September 27, 2022 held a public hearing in accordance with Indiana Code § 20-26-7-37 for the purpose of answering questions and listening to taxpayers' comments and any evidence they may present about the proposed renovation of and improvements to the school facilities including the expansion of Brown Elementary School and the purchase of equipment and technology (the "Project"); and

WHEREAS, the Board has carefully studied all of the known options and feels that the proposed Project is in the best interests of the present and future students to be served by these facilities; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the purpose of the Project is to provide an improved educational environment for students.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the estimated hard and soft costs of the Project are $5,715,000, with estimated costs of issuance (including capitalized interest less interest earnings) of $100,000, resulting in total estimated Project cost of $5,815,000. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the estimated $5,815,000 will be funded by one or more of the following:  Operations Fund, Common School Fund Loan, general obligation bond issue and/or a building corporation bond issue with an anticipated impact on the Debt Service Fund tax rate of $0.2031 per $100 assessed valuation based on an estimated $1,511,456,030 assessed valuation beginning in 2023.  

Mr. Klosterman motioned to approve the resolution and Mrs. Franke seconded.  After much discussion, Mrs. Franke called for a vote.  The motion failed by vote of 3-1 with Mr. Kelley voting against it.  While he was in favor of the project, he wanted to seek public input.

Mr. Klosterman moved and Mrs. Franke seconded a motion to adjourn.  As there was no further business to come before the Board at this time, the meeting was adjourned at 7:57 p.m.
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
